On Support of the Countrymen Abroad by the State Authorities of Moscow
This Law governs relations connected with rendering support to the countrymen abroad (hereinafter referred to as the countrymen) by the state authorities of Moscow. 
Chapter 1. General Provisions
Article 1. Moscow Laws on Support to the Countrymen
The Moscow laws on support to the countrymen shall consist of this Law, other laws of Moscow containing norms relating to peculiarities of the countrymen status.
Article 2. Objectives of Activity of the State Authorities of Moscow Relating to Supporting the Countrymen
The objectives of activity of the state authorities of Moscow relating to supporting the countrymen shall be as follows:
1) cooperation with the federal state authorities when rendering support and aid to the countrymen in the course of exercise and guarantee of human and civil rights and freedoms in accordance with the generally recognized principles and rules of international law, international treaties of the Russian Federation, federal laws and other normative legal acts of the Russian Federation taking into account legal regulation in foreign states;
2) creation of favourable organizational and legal and economic conditions for effective participation of Moscow in implementation of the unified state policy in relation to the countrymen;
3) use of the countrymen’s potential for implementation of the objects of cultural, scientific, economic and social development of Moscow.
Article 3. Principles of Rendering Support to the Countrymen by the State Authorities of Moscow
Support to the countrymen by the state authorities of Moscow shall be rendered in accordance with the following principles:
1) conformity with the support rendered by the federal state authorities;
2) engaging the countrymen in participation in development of city target programs on the countrymen’s support;
3) openness for cooperation with all organizations of the countrymen;
4) availability of information about rendering state support to the countrymen by Moscow;
5) targeting the support rendered to the countrymen, their organizations;
6) interrelation of arrangements carried out in relation to the countrymen, their organizations and development aims of Moscow;
7) cooperation between the state authorities of Moscow and public organizations concerning the questions on supporting the countrymen.
Article 4. Basic Areas of Activity of the State Authorities of Moscow when Rendering Support to the Countrymen
Basic areas of activity of the state authorities of Moscow when rendering support to the countrymen shall be as follows:
1) rendering methodical and organizational aid to organizations of the countrymen, including regional and international ones;
2) rendering legal assistance to the countrymen, including through cooperation with international organizations on human rights;
3) forming and development of all-round relations between the state authorities of Moscow and organizations of the countrymen;
4) support of Russian language and culture, contribution to getting education in Russian language and advanced training in educational and research institutions of Moscow, rendering support to foreign educational institutions teaching in Russian language;
5) stimulating cooperation between Russian organizations and organizations of the countrymen, establishment of enterprises, partnerships and companies; forming relations between Russian organizations and foreign enterprises where the countrymen are predominantly employed;
6) information cooperation with organizations of the countrymen, support to the Russian-speaking mass media;
7) support to the socially unprotected group of the countrymen as well as organizations combining the countrymen with disabilities and disabled countrymen.
Chapter 2. Types of Support to the Countrymen
Article 5. Legislative Provision of the Countrymen’s Support
Activity of the state authorities of Moscow in relation to implementation of measures concerning support to the countrymen shall be carried out in accordance with the generally recognized principles and rules of international law, the Constitution of the Russian Federation, international treaties of the Russian Federation, Federal Law No. 99-Federal Law (FZ)
 of May 24, 1999 On State Policy of the Russian Federation in relation to the Countrymen Abroad, other federal laws, this Law and other laws of Moscow containing norms in the field of relations with the countrymen.
Article 6. Organizational Provision of the Countrymen’s Support
1. The Moscow City Government shall:
1) accept city target programs establishing the complex of measures on support to the countrymen;
2) approve the supporting methods of the countrymen;
3) accept normative legal acts in execution of this Law;
4) participate in work of international inter-governmental and nongovernmental organizations on support of the countrymen;
5) coordinate activity of the executive authorities of Moscow and state institutions of Moscow on support of the countrymen.
2. The Moscow city represented by the executive authorities of Moscow shall act as a founder of state institutions performing functions on support of the countrymen.
3. An organization rendering support to the countrymen can provide assistance under the conditions provided for by this Law so as to support organizations of the countrymen.
Article 7. Representation of the Countrymen’s Interests in the State Authorities of Moscow
1. Representative public advisory authorities - councils (commissions) of the countrymen can be created under the state authorities of Moscow.
2. The procedure for creation, tasks and function of such councils (commissions) of the countrymen shall be determined by the Moscow City Government.
Article 8. Participation of Moscow Representations outside the Russian Federation in Support of the Countrymen 
1. Representations of Moscow located outside the Russian Federation shall participate in rendering support to the countrymen under the procedure established by the Moscow City Government.
2. An authorized body of the executive authority of Moscow shall coordinate participation of the representations of Moscow located outside the Russian Federation in rendering support to the countrymen under the procedure established by the Moscow City Government.
Article 9. Financial Provision of the Countrymen’s Support
1. Financial provision of the countrymen’s support shall be carried out at the expense of the Moscow city budget in forms provided for by the budget laws of the Russian Federation.
2. Specific types of assistance and support rendered to the countrymen at the expense of the Moscow city  budget as well as separate categories of the countrymen to whom it cal apply shall be established by legal acts of the Moscow City Government.
3. The Moscow City Government shall approve evaluation criteria of the efficiency of the financial support rendered to organizations of the countrymen.
4. A budget-funded institution shall attract (receive) uncompensated receipts for support of the countrymen under the procedure established by the budget laws.
5. Control over expenditure of the financial funds shall be performed in accordance with the federal laws and the laws of Moscow.
Article 10. Scientific and Expert Provision of the Countrymen’s Support 
Scientific and expert provision of the countrymen’s support shall be carried out by the state authorities of Moscow through:
1) organization of the unified scientific and research activity carried out by scientific organization of Moscow in relation to the problems of the countrymen;
2) organization of scientific and practical conferences concerning examination of the countrymen’s status in countries of their residence;
3) organization of periodical seminars with participation of the countrymen concerning the questions of economic, scientific and technical and cultural cooperation between Moscow and other constituent elements of the Russian Federation;
4) preparation of recommendations on rendering support to the countrymen by the executive authorities of Moscow;
5) organization of monitoring, sociologic researches and statistical recording of information on the questions relating to the countrymen;
6) creation of the data base of sociologic and other scientific researches on the questions relating to the countrymen.
Article 11. Information Provision of the Countrymen’s Support 
Information provision of the countrymen’s support shall be carried out by the state authorities of Moscow through:
1) collection and delivery of information for objective presentation of the countrymen’s problems in the mass media, special information, reference and other publications;
2) creation and maintenance of the specialized Internet site accessible to the public relating to the questions on the countrymen’s support;
3) creation of the data base containing information about the countrymen and their organizations for the purposes of use by the state authorities of Moscow, local authorities of intercity municipal formations in Moscow;
4) annual issue of information packets containing legal acts and sociologic materials on the questions of the countrymen’s support as well as issue of other information and reference materials on the problems of the countrymen, their organizations;
5) creation of offices or other structural departments in editors offices of the city mass media engaging in the problems of the countrymen;
6) bringing information on violation of the countrymen’s rights to the relevant state authorities of the Russian Federation;
7) support of the mass media presenting the questions on the countrymen’s support.
Chapter 3. Rendering Support to the Countrymen in Different Areas of Activity
Article 12. Support of the Countrymen in the Area of Education, Contribution to Learning of Russian Language and Teaching in Russian Language
1. Support of the countrymen in the area of education shall be rendered by the state authorities of Moscow through:
1) contribution to the activity of foreign educational institutions teaching in Russian language rendering systematic assistance to them in relation to provision of scientific, study and reference materials, audio and visual aids and training equipment;
2) rendering assistance to foreign educational institutions teaching in Russian language on a permanent basis in relation to organization and equipment of computer classes;
3) organization abroad of the distance education centres in accordance with the federal state educational standards;
4) organization of training, retraining and advanced training of teachers from foreign educational institutions teaching in Russian language in educational institutions of the city;
5) allocation of quotas for children of the countrymen from socially unprotected groups for studying in educational institutions of Moscow with the payment of scholarships, payment for medical insurance and residence in dormitories within the academic year under the procedure established by the Moscow City Government;
6) organization of trainings on probation and exchange of the groups of teachers and students between partner educational institutions of Moscow and foreign states.
2. The state authorities of Moscow shall implement other measures supporting the countrymen in the area of education.
3. Support of the countrymen in the area of learning Russian language shall be rendered by the state authorities of Moscow through:
1) provision of foreign educational institutions teaching in Russian language with study packages in Russian language, including schoolbooks and libraries on electronic medias as well as audio and video materials;
2) organization of seminars, meetings of management and teachers from foreign educational institutions teaching in Russian language for the purposes of developing cooperation in the area of education in Russian language;
3) holding of competitive examinations on Russian language among teachers of Russian language in foreign states;
4) holding of international distant olympics on Russian language among students from foreign educational institutions.
4. The state authorities of Moscow shall be entitled to take other measures supporting the countrymen connected with learning and teaching of Russian language in accordance with the normative legal acts of Moscow.
Article 13. Support of the Countrymen in the Area of Culture, Sport and Preservation of Historical Memory
Support of the countrymen in the area of culture, sport and preservation of historical memory shall be rendered by the state authorities of Moscow through:
1) organization of theatrical exchanges with foreign countries;
2) renewal of the library funds of the countrymen’s organizations;
3) holding of international festivals, contests of infant and youthful folk art between the countrymen;
4) organization of exhibitions, including on a permanent basis, concerning the history of the Russian emigres;
5) participation of Moscow in culture festivals of the countrymen;
6) rendering assistance to creative teams, collectives, theatres of the countrymen;
7) rendering assistance to infant and youthful creative collectives of the countrymen in participation in international contests, festivals and other similar events;
8) organization of stage director courses so as to prepare the management and creative personnel of the countrymen’s theatres ;
9) organization in Moscow of sport youthful festivals for the countrymen;
10) assistance in maintenance in suitable form of the memorials devoted to great countrymen, burials of Soviet and Russian soldiers abroad;
11) installation abroad of memorial boards devoted to the well-known countrymen;
12) organization of the publication in the Russian Federation and foreign countries of the countrymen’s books in Russian language.
Article 14. Legal Support of the Countrymen
The state authorities of Moscow shall render support in the following areas:
1) legal assistance when protecting the countrymen’s rights and freedoms in countries of their residence and at the international courts;
2) presentation in the mass media of the countrymen’s legal status;
3) measures aimed at establishment of the centres of legal assistance for the countrymen in countries of their residence;
4) attendance of foreign countries by lawyers, defence attorneys and representatives for the purposes of rendering support and assistance relating to protection of the countrymen's rights and freedoms.
Article 15. Support of the Countrymen in the Area of the Right to Information
Support of the countrymen in the area of the right to information shall be rendered by the state authorities of Moscow through:
1) financial support of the mass media informing the countrymen, the mass media distributing information in Russian language in the territory of countries of the countrymen’s residence, the mass media supporting and developing relations between the countries of the countrymen’s residence, between the countrymen and the Russian Federation, the mass media owned by the countrymen;
2) production and demonstration of thematic television films relating to the countrymen’s problems;
3) production and broadcasting of television and radio programs relating to the countrymen’s status;
4) publication and distribution of information, including on electronic medias, directed at increase of the Moscow authority among the countrymen.
Article 16. Contribution to Economic Cooperation between Commercial Entities of Moscow and the Countrymen and their Organizations
1. The state authorities of Moscow shall contribute to establishing direct connections between entrepreneurs, enterprises and organizations of Moscow and economic agents of the countrymen incorporated under the laws of the country of their residence where over 75 per cent of the property belong to the countrymen or over 75 per cent of employees are the countrymen though:
1) creation of the information centres;
2) organization of trade fairs, opening of commercial and industrial centres of wholesale sale of the products produced by the economic agents of Moscow;
3) support in establishment of enterprises with participation of the countrymen’s economic agents;
4) acquisition of the equipment for enterprises established with participation of the countrymen’s economic agents.
2. The state authorities of Moscow shall organize training and retraining of the countrymen – specialists in the field of entrepreneurial business and economy on the basis of educational institutions of Moscow.
Article 17. Support of the Countrymen in the Area of Social Services
1. Support of the countrymen in the area of social services shall be rendered by the state authorities of Moscow through:
1) assistance in rendering emergency and scheduled institutional as well as consultative diagnostic medical aid to the countrymen on the basis of medical institutions of Moscow;
2) rendering assistance so as to provide the needy countrymen with medical and other equipment for personal use for medical and preventive treatment;
3) material support to veterans and disabled persons of the Great Patriotic War, veterans of work who are short of money;
4) rendering targeting support to the countrymen happened to be in difficult life situation;
5) organization of circular tours and leisure time of the countrymen’s children during school vacations.
2. The procedure for supporting the countrymen in the area of social services, including making the list containing information about the needy countrymen and their organizations shall be established by the Moscow City Government.
Chapter 4. Rendering State Support to the Countrymen’s Organizations
Article 18. Priorities of Support of the Countrymen’s Organizations
The priorities of support of the countrymen’s organizations shall be as follows:
1) support of the countrymen’s youth organizations;
2) cooperation with religious communities of religious confessions traditional for Russia located abroad through rendering grant assistance for acquisition of religious things and literature;
3) support of organizations of the countrymen – veterans of the Great Patriotic War, veterans of work.
Article 19. Registration of the Countrymen’s Organizations 
The executive authorities of Moscow shall carry out registration of the countrymen’s organizations under the procedure established by the Moscow City Government.
Article 20. Organizational and Consultative Support of the Countrymen’s Organizations
1. The countrymen and representatives of their organizations shall be entitled to apply to the state authorities of Moscow so as to receive:
1) samples of documents necessary for cooperation with the state authorities of Moscow;
2) recommended practice in relation to cooperation with the state authorities of Moscow.
2. Representations of the Moscow city located outside the Russian Federation shall render organizational and consultative support concerning establishment and activity of the countrymen’s organizations.
Chapter 5. Final Provisions
Article 21. Entering of this Law into Force
This Law shall enter into force 10 days after its official publication.
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
