DECREE

June 24, 2008 No. 567-ПП
On Plan of Actions for Public-Private 
Partnership Development in the City of
Moscow for 2008-2011
Efficient cooperation of state authorities and private business based on observance of mutual interests is one of the most important conditions of stable social and economic development of the city of Moscow, increase of innovative and entrepreneurial activities and municipal infrastructure development.

For recent years the authorities of the city of Moscow have been implementing consistent policies on development of public-state partnership mechanisms, expansion of private sector engagement in solving city tasks and implementation of worthwhile large-scale programs and local projects.

To achieve interaction and coordination between branch, functional and territorial executive authority bodies of the city of Moscow in the area of public-state partnership and efficiency upgrade of cooperation between the state and business, the Moscow Government decrees:

1. To approve the Plan of Actions for Public-Private Partnership Development in the City of Moscow for 2008 – 2011 (hereinafter – “Plan of Actions”) according to the Appendix.

2. To set up the Expert and Advisory Council on Public-Private Partnership Development in the City of Moscow under the chairmanship of the First Deputy Mayor of Moscow in the Moscow City Government, Head of the Moscow Economic Policy and Development Complex.
3. The First Deputy Mayor of Moscow in the Moscow City Government, Head of the Moscow Economic Policy and Development Complex shall approve the Provisions on the Expert and Advisory Council on Public-Private Partnership Development in the City of Moscow, the personal composition and procedures and regulations thereof.

4. The First Deputy Mayors of Moscow in the Moscow City Government, the Deputy Mayors of Moscow in the Moscow City Government, Heads of executive authority bodies of the city of Moscow that are not included in the city management complexes and Prefects of the administrative districts of the city of Moscow shall ensure:

4.1. Implementation of the measures stipulated by the Plan of Actions (Clause 1).

4.2. Publication of the information on elaborated normative legal acts and measures implemented in the area of public-private partnership on the official internet web-sites of the executive authority bodies of the city of Moscow.

4.3. Submission of suggestions on introduction into the Provisions on the Expert and Advisory Council on Public-Private Partnership Development in the City of Moscow within one month from issue of this Decree to the First Deputy Mayor of Moscow in the Moscow City Government, Head of the Moscow Economic Policy and Development Complex.
4.4. Submission of reports on the progress in implementation of the Plan of Actions to the Moscow Economic Policy and Development Department annually prior to July 1 and December 1.

5. The Moscow Economic Policy and Development Department 
shall ensure:
5.1. Monitoring of implementation of the Plan of Actions.

5.2. Submission of reports on the progress in implementation of the Plan of Actions in printed and electronic forms to the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Russian Federation annually prior to December 20.

6. The Moscow City Science and Industrial Policy Department, the Moscow City Small Business Support and Development Department and the Prefectures of the administrative districts of the city of Moscow shall arrange consultations with business representatives devoted to the issues of competitiveness increase, revelation and elimination of administrative barriers hindering carrying out of entrepreneurial activity.

7. This Decree is subject to publication in the official editions of the Mayor of Moscow and the Moscow City Government.

8. The control over fulfillment of this Decree shall be imposed on the First Deputy Mayor of Moscow in the Moscow City Government Yu.V. Roslyak.
